Subsidies for the part of the cost of hearing aids will be provided for people aged 65+ who have age-related hearing loss and 
who purchase them from a certified specialist shop. 

Subsidy Amount Half the cost of hearing aids (up to ¥30,000) 

Eligibility Criteria 

People aged 65+ who purchase hearing aids and meet all of the following criteria from ①-⑥. 

① Live in the city and are up to date with their municipal tax payments. 

② Have received a diagnosis from a hearing aid consultant certified by the Japanese Society of Otorhinolaryngology 

and Head and Neck Surgery, indicating the benefit of using hearing aids. ③ Be able to participate in a questionnaire survey. 

④ Not have received this subsidy previously. ⑤ Not be eligible for a certificate of physical disability due to hearing impairment. 

⑥  Not be eligible for subsidies for the purchase of hearing aids under other laws and regulations. 

How to Apply 
Please submit the application form and questionnaire available at the following counter, together with a copy of the medical 
information regarding the fitting of the hearing aid and a copy of the quote for the hearing aid you intend to purchase. 
Applications are accepted at any time. The application form and questionnaire can also be downloaded from the city website.

Vaccination Target All pet dogs 

Cost ¥3,600 per dog (vaccination - ¥3,050 + vaccination certificate issuance - ¥550) 

Bring 

Your dog handbook (aiken techo), Group Vaccination Information Postcard (Shugo Chusha Annai Hagaki) and things 
necessary to clean up your dog’s litter (e.g. plastic bags).  

�Information postcards have been sent by mid-March.  

�Please fill in the medical questionnaire of the information postcard and take it to the vaccination location. 

Details 

According to the Rabies Prevention Law, dogs 91 days of age or older must be given a rabies shot once a year (in principle, 
between 1 April and 30 June).  
To prevent the outbreak of rabies, please be sure to have your dog vaccinated. 

�If your dog is ill/elderly and cannot receive a vaccination, please bring a deferment certificate (yuyo shomeisho) valid  

for FY 2026 issued by your veterinary clinic with you on the day along with your dog handbook (aiken techo) to the counter.  

�If you cannot make it on the day of the group vaccination, please have your dog vaccinated at a later date at a veterinary 

clinic. (Group vaccination information postcards are not required.)  

 Dog tags & Vaccination certificates:  
Dogs are required to have their dog tags & vaccination certificates along with their owner’s contact details displayed on 
their collars to help locate their owner in the event of the dog getting lost. 

 Has your dog been registered?  
Puppies must be registered within 30 days of turning 90 days.  
Registration Cost - ¥3,000 per dog  
 Registration Location - At the counters below or the vaccination locations. 

 Notification required: 
1) When a dog died.  
2) When a dog goes missing for a long period.  
3) When the owner is changed or the owner changes address within the city.   

※ The dog handbook (aiken techo) and dog tag (kansatsu) must be presented at the details below. 

 Notification of change in the dog’s registration to the local office with jurisdiction over the new address required: 
When the owner moves to a new city or changes the ownership of a dog.
