In the November 2025 Edition of the CIR Report (Vol.
15), | wrote about First-time Japanese Conversation
Space’s Disaster Preparedness and Matsuri classes.
This time, I'd like to tell you about the Garbage
Disposal and Hospital classes.

In the Garbage Disposal class, there were 23
students hailing from Brazil, Vietnam, Peru,
Indonesia, and Sri Lanka along with 23 Japanese
language supporters.

In the Hospital class, participants studied useful
phrases for being seen at the hospital and took a
look at commonly used medicines.
