He became very good friends
with a fish shop owner called Otokichi Yamaguchi and he would
stay in the room above Otokichi Yamaguchi’'s fish shop every
time he visited Yaizu.
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During his holidays in Yaizu, Lafcadio Hearn would go swimming in the sea three times a day! He
spent the rest of his time writing his books, studying and writing letters to his family. He also enjoyed
Shizuoka prefecture’s delicious fish and sake!
